Life Membership Criteria

The following (Rules 16 and 17) in respect to Honorary Life Members and Special Awards were accepted by the membership with amendments included at the Annual General Meeting of 21/8/98.

Honorary Life Members

1. 
Honorary Life Membership of the Judo Federation of Australia (SA) Inc may be conferred on any person who has rendered distinguished service to the sport of Judo in South Australia.

2.
AWARD DESIGN
2.1 
The recipient shall be awarded a certificate or such other award of a design approved by the Judo Federation of Australia (SA) Inc.

2.2
The certificate of award shall be inscribed with the recipient’s name and the date of presentation.

3.
STATUS AND PRIVILEGES OF HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS
3.1 
The honour of Honorary Life Membership is in recognition of Service to Judo in South Australia. 

3.2
The privileges of an Honorary Life Member will allow:

3.2.1
the right  of attendance at  the Annual General Meeting; 

3.2.2
voting rights equal to any other member, and

3.2.3
the exemption from the payment of the annual Membership fee

4.
NOMINATIONS FOR HONORARY LIFE MEMBERSHIP
4.1  
Nominations may be made by any member.  

4.2
Nominations shall be in writing, accompanied by a statement of the qualifications of the nominee.

4.3
Nominations shall be submitted to the secretary six clear weeks prior to the date of the Annual General Meeting at which those nominations  are to be considered.

4.4 
Nominations shall be forwarded to the Committee of Management prior to the presentation of those nominations to the members at the Annual General Meeting. 

4.5
The Committee of Management will arrange for the nomination to be placed on the Agenda for the Annual General Meeting.

5.
CRITERIA NECESSARY FOR NOMINATION
5.1 
No person shall be eligible for Honorary Life Membership except where:

5.1.1
that person has served the sport of Judo for at least twenty (20) years, and

5.1.2
that person has made some outstanding contribution to the sport of Judo.

6.
CONFERRING OF HONORARY LIFE MEMBERSHIP
6.1  
A resolution conferring Honorary Life Membership shall require the assent of two- thirds (2/3) of Members voting at the Annual General Meeting.

7.
WITHDRAWAL OF HONORARY LIFE MEMBERSHIP
7.1
On a recommendation of the Committee of Management, Honorary Life Membership may be withdrawn by a resolution of an Annual General Meeting.

7.2
This resolution must be assented to by two thirds (2/3) of  those voting members present.

Special Awards

1.  
The special award of the Judo Federation of Australia (SA) may be conferred on any person who has rendered outstanding service to the sport of Judo in South Australia either as a competitor or administrator or in some other field of endeavour, appertaining to Judo in South Australia.

2.  
The award shall be a certificate or other such award of a design approved by the Judo Federation of Australia (SA).

3.  
A resolution conferring the award shall require the assent of two-thirds (2/3) majority of members present and eligible to vote at an Annual General Meeting  or at a Special General Meeting called specifically for that purpose. 

4.
NOMINATIONS FOR SPECIAL AWARDS
4.1
Nominations may be made by any member.

4.2
Nominations shall be in writing, accompanied by a statement of the qualifications, and the achievements of the Nominee.

4.3
Nominations shall be submitted in writing to the secretary.

4.4 
The Committee of Management will arrange for those nominations to be placed on the agenda of a designated forum as stated in clause 3 above.
